March 4, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 11:43 a.m.

Treasurer’s Report:

A balance sheet was presented to all board members for review.  We have a current balance of $1212.25.  

Trustee Reports:

Calvert County – No report given.

Charles County – There are a few more adjustments to be made on the Mattawoman ENR project.  We are waiting to connect electricity to the pump station.  

Mattawoman will be losing approximately 4 wastewater operators this month.  No indication that these positions will be filled.

St. Mary’s County – Duwayne Potter has emailed Kim about getting a membership total from last year, so that he will be aware of the amount of money that will be sent to the Southern Section for membership dues.

The estimate for the upgrade/expansion project to the Marley Taylor plant is projected to be about $130 million.  They are looking into using oxidation ditches as an alternative bring the cost down to approximately $50 million.  The design phase is due by the end of the month.  It does not look as if they will make this deadline.  The 2009 date has been moved to 2011.  They must be in compliance by January 2011.

St. Mary's is looking into building a new plant, approximately 6 – 9 mgd at a projected cost of $900,000.00.

The sand that was reported some months ago has been found to belong to an eroding sewer line on the base.

Director’s Report:

The board voted to not charge board members for attending training functions if they in fact work at the training function.

The Western Section will be holding a training session on March 12, 2008.  The information for this training was not posted on the web.  If you are interested, please contact the Western Section director.

Kristy attended the February Main body meeting in Michelle's absence.  The main body reported that there is $2427.60 in the checking account and over $60,000.00 in the education/Kappe fund.
