Charles County ( Starting in July, the Department of Utilities will be reorganized.  Terry Matthews formally Chief of Operations will now head up the Operations and Maintenance Division, and Ed Gorham, formally Chief of Maintenance, will now be Chief of Support Services.  The Support Services Division will include; project management and engineering staff, line maintenance staff, utility locating staff, laboratory staff, cross connection and pretreatment staff.  The Operations and Maintenance Division will include all water and wastewater operations staff, and the equipment maintenance staff.  Also the metering division will now be overseen by the Administration manager.
The Department of Utilities is in the process of having the hydro tanks replaced at the Mount Carmel Woods well site, and the Benedict well site.  AC Schultes will be doing the work.

The Department of Utilities is waiting to receive specifications from Westin Engineering so they can purchase the new SCADA equipment, as part of the Site Automation Study.

Funding has been approved for water system mapping to begin in FY10.  Spatial Systems Associates Inc.  have been working on the sewer mapping and only have some field verification and training left.
